PROMOTING BRITISH VALUES   

“Together, we love, learn and grow!”
“Go and bear fruit—fruit that will last.” John 15 v16

Recognising the diversity within our society, and inline with government guidelines, the British Values of democracy, rule of law, individual liberty, mutual respect and tolerance of those of different beliefs and faiths, is fully embedded in our curriculum.
The following are examples of the ways in which we promote British Values at Creech St Michael Primary:

Democracy:
· Children learn about the importance of turn taking and being able to have their say. 
· Children express their ideas through a school council which meets regularly.  Council members are elected by each class every year (from Year 2 upward).
· Children who are chosen as ambassadors work for the good of the pupils in the school.
· Children create and adhere to class rules.

· The school has a vertical team system comprising of four houses; Hollingworth, Brunel, Tone and Curvalion. House captains are elected each year to represent the houses in assemblies.

· Democracy is taught through the curriculum. 

· Children are included in decision making e.g. staff recruitment, charity fund raising etc.

The rule of law: 
· We have a clear behaviour policy.

· Positive behaviour is modelled.

· We have high expectations of behaviour and hold children to account for their actions.
· The children learn about rules in school and the consequences of breaking the rules. 
· They are taught to think about why the rules exist and how they protect us.
· The Values For Life ‘Justice’ and ‘Wisdom’ themes explored.
· We use parents who are special constables, or in the police, to talk to the children.
· Children consider the rules for belonging to different faiths.
· God’s rules are taught and discussed in the RE curriculum.

Individual liberty: 

· All children are valued and encouraged to develop their self-esteem and to value others.

· Children are encouraged to know, understand and exercise their rights and personal opinions in a safe and respectful way e.g. through E-safety and PSHE lessons. 
· Children are taught about bullying in its various forms, including how to recognise it and deal with it and also the consequences of it.  We promote a strong anti-bullying culture.

· Moral issues are discussed as part of our curriculum and we challenge stereotypes and misconceptions.

· Children have opportunities to take on roles of responsibility e.g. Team Captains, School Councillors, Ambassadors and Sports Leaders. 

· All children are offered a daily act of collective worship that is Christian in nature, reflects our Church of England foundation and promotes reflection, thought, awe and wonder within the child.

· Children are offered a wide range of enriching clubs.
· Children are taught about inspirational famous people. 
Mutual respect and tolerance of those with different faiths and beliefs:
· Respect and tolerance are taught as part of our whole school ethos and as part of our work as a Church of England school. 
· Our RE and PSHE curriculum provides children with a broad and balanced understanding of world religions and promotes respect for the beliefs of others.

· Class rules are created together and referred to regularly.

· All members of the school community treat each other with respect and model this behaviour consistently. 
· Children have the opportunities to work in different groups and situations, including vertical groupings.

· All people are celebrated as unique and created in the image of God.
· Weekly Gold Book Assemblies promote respect of others in a celebratory manner.

· The themes of respect and reverence strongly contributes toward this aspect.
Please note that this is not an exhaustive list, but gives some examples of how British Values are promoted at our school.  They are integrated through the Spiritual, Moral, Social and Cultural (SMSC) learning that takes place across our curriculum.
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
