	WHY THIS SUBJECT IS IMPORTANT IN OUR SCHOOL:

We teach geography to inspire a curiosity and fascination about the world and its people which will develop and stretch beyond the classroom. We want our children to understand where their community fits in the world beyond their hometown to confidently thrive in an ever-evolving modern world.

We want our children to:
· Ask questions about the natural and human aspects of the world, developing critical thinking skills
· Develop knowledge and skills that are transferable to other aspects of the curriculum
· Develop their interest and understanding of diverse places, people, resources and natural and human environments
· Acquire a deep understanding of the Earth’s key physical and human processes 
· Collect and analyse data and learn how to draw and interpret a range of maps
· Use subject specific vocabulary relating to human and physical geography




	TEACHING, LEARNING AND ASSESSMENT

In EYFS children develop an understanding of where they live within the world, including through local visits. Children make, explore and use real and imaginary maps. This is embedded throughout the EYFS curriculum. 

In KS1 Geography is organised over a 2 year rolling programme and in KS2 this is a four year rolling programme. This is due to class structure and changeable mixed age classes. These can be found within our rolling programme.

Learning is structured around 8 agreed big ideas (place, space, scale, environment, time, earth systems, sustainability and human and physical interactions) with substantive knowledge building progressively within the key stages.

Teachers understand the substantive knowledge they want their children to learn and use this to form key questions across units of learning. These underpin formative and summative assessments during and at end of units.




	WHAT IS THE IMPACT?

Outcomes in topic books evidence a broad and balanced geography curriculum and demonstrate children’s acquisition of identified key knowledge. As children progress throughout the school, they develop a deep knowledge, understanding an appreciation of their local area and its place within the wider geographical context. Children are equipped with geographical skills and knowledge that will enable them to be ready for the curriculum at KS3 and for life as an adult in the wider world.
