	The Romans defeated local Celtic tribes, including the Iceni, who resisted the Romans fiercely led by Boudica.
	Roman settlements included towns, villas, and military camps.
	The Romans brought their culture and technology to Britain.
	The Romans built Hadrian’s Wall to protect against northern tribes – this was the northernmost extent of the Roman Empire.
	Roman soldiers settled in Britain and integrated with locals over time.

	Many Celtic tribe leaders surrendered to the Romans and adopted their way of life.
	Roman Britain lasted for around 400 years.
	The Roman army withdrew from Britain in 410 CE to protect Rome which was under attack.
	After the Roman army left, Anglo-Saxon tribes saw their chance to settle in an unprotected land.

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	Most people lived in the countryside and worked in agriculture.
	Towns developed with markets, public baths, and forums.
	Wealthy Romans lived in villas with underfloor heating.
	Roman soldiers often married local women and lived in forts.

	Public baths were popular for socializing and relaxation.
	Roman towns had shops, temples, and public buildings.
	Children from rich families learned Latin and trained with swords.
	Women managed households and raised children.
	Roman roads connected towns and facilitated trade.

	Hierarchy 
and Power
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	Britain was governed by a Roman leader appointed by the emperor.
	The Roman emperor was the ruler of the whole empire and held absolute power, being advised by a Senate.
	Roman law and governance structures were imposed on Britain.
	There was a clear hierarchy in Roman society with slaves at the bottom, then freemen (former slaves), plebians (common working people), then patricians (wealthy and noble families).

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	The Romans introduced roads that are still used today.
	Roman law influenced the British legal system.
	Many modern cities in Britain started as Roman towns such as London which was originally Londinium.
	The Roman calendar and numerals are still in use.

	Roman architecture, like arches and aqueducts, influenced building designs.
	Many of the words we use in English today have their roots in Latin – the Roman language.
	Roman baths and sanitation systems improved public health.
	The concept of urban planning was introduced by the Romans.
	Roman art, such as mosaics, has continued to influence modern art.
