Helping Families Talk About Online Content: ‘You Won’t Know Until

You Ask’
The government has launched a new campaign called You Won’t Know
Until You Ask. It is designed to help parents and carers talk to children
about harmful or upsetting content they may see online — things like
body-shaming, unkind posts, or videos designed to shock. Research
shows that many parents have never talked to their child about this,
even though most 11-year-olds now have a smartphone. Many adults say
they are not sure what their child is seeing online.

The campaign gives simple, easy-to-use help, including:

- step-by-step guides for safety settings

- quick conversation ideas

- tips for talking about false or harmful information

These small conversations can make a big difference. They help children understand what they see online
and know they can talk to a trusted adult.
