Changes and Cycles
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Cycles are made of changes from one stage to another.
	We live on a planet called Earth.
	Earth is shaped like a ball – we call this shape a sphere.
	The Earth is made up of the land, the sea, and the sky.
	The Earth is a very special planet because it is home to millions of different kinds of living things.

	
	Weather is the day to day conditions in the air around us.
	The weather can be cloudy or sunny.
	The weather can be raining or snowing.
	The weather can be cold, warm or hot.

	
	The weather can be windy or still.
	In the UK, the weather often changes every day.
	We can measure the weather every day using scientific tools.
	A rain gauge measures how much rain has fallen.

	
	A thermometer measures how hot or cold the air is.
	The temperature is usually highest in the afternoon and lowest first thing in the morning.
	The climate of a place is the weather we usually expect in that place.
	The climate is very different in different parts of the Earth.

	
	In deserts, the weather is always hot and dry.
	In polar regions, the weather is always cold.
	In Somerset, the climate is often warm in summer and cool but not too cold in the winter.
	It doesn’t snow very often in Somerset.

	
	In Somerset, there is usually a lot of rain which falls throughout the year in every season.
	The weather each season can be hard to predict in the UK.
	Sometimes in the UK we have wet spells where it rains for may days in a row.
	Sometimes in the UK we have dry spells where it doesn’t rain for many weeks.

	
	Spring is the time of year when plants begin to grow because the weather is getting warmer.
	The Spring months are March, April and May.
	Summer is the time of year when days are long and nights are short and plants are flowering and fruiting.
	The Summer months are June, July and August.

	
	Autumn is the time of year when most trees begin to lose their leaves and the weather gets cooler.
	The Autumn months are September, October and November.
	Winter is the time when plants are dormant, days are short, nights are long and the weather is cold. 
	The Winter months are December, January and February.

	
Thinking like a scientist
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	Scientists ask questions about the world and use scientific enquiries to help them find the answers.
	Scientists observe how things change over time.
	Scientists look closely to see the small parts that things are made from.
	Scientists use special equipment like magnifying glasses and microscopes to make small things visible.

	
	Scientists find different ways to group things together that have similar properties.
	Scientists write and draw what they have found very carefully.
	Scientists read what other scientists have found out.
	Scientists work together and share ideas.
